Sandwich generation
There are different families in terms of size and number of generations. There are so-called
nuclear families, which consist of parents and dependent children, that is, children who are
not old enough to take care of themselves in financial terms. There are also extended
families, which also include grandmothers and grandfathers, sometimes even aunts and
uncles with their spouses (spouse — cympyr, cynpyra) and kids.

In the past, most families in Russia and other countries were extended families, and three
or more generations used to live together.
